Treasurer’s Report:

Jan Sherwood discussed the RPI financial statements, and cash position as of 9/30/07 (fiscal year-end).  Statements had been previously emailed to all directors.  Motion was made to approve the Treasuer’s report by John Dyer with second by David Wellenbrock. Adopted unanimously.

After some discussion regarding the 2008 Raymond Reunion, Sandra de Alcuaz moved to appoint David Wellenbrock as RPI Director liaison with Bambi Bovee on the planning and judicious expenditures for 2008 reunion up to the amount of $1000. Jan seconded this motion and it was adopted unanimously.

After review of the website and communication activities, Mary McDonald agreed to coordinate with Joel Harris, Bambi Bovee and Carol  Somsel.  the timely postings of RPI minutes, 2008 Reunion announcements and  reports on RPI Director’s projects to the Raymond website.   Motion to this effect was made by David Wellenbrock with second Quincy Bragg . Adopted unanimously.

RPI Director Activities:

Raymond Lecture Series: After some historical background on prior Raymond alumni involvement with UOP, Karen Larson then discussed the interest and possibility of collaborating with UOP on a Raymond alumni lecture series. . It was suggested that she contact Karen Listra, Pat Kushlis, Jeff Olson or that she might serve as the Raymond Alumni lecturer.   Sandra de Alcuaz with second by David Wellenborck requested that Karen Larson pursue the Raymond Speaker project with UOP with the further stipulation that RPI would contribute an honorarium fee of up to $1000 for this purpose. Adopted unanimously 

Raymond Archives at UOP: Wendi Maxwell reported on the Raymond archive project. In brief, little progress has been made in large part due to the reluctance of Raymond alumni to donate original documents to UOP.  Wendi will continue to pursue this matter with Raymond alumni.

Raymond Cyberjournal: Quincy Bragg led a discussion on the status of the Cyberjournal Project. After review of his committee report and discussion with members, Karen Larson moved on second by David Wellenbrock that his report in summary be posted on the Raymond website and that his committee contact selected alumni to serve as the Raymond Cyberjournal editorial staff. Motion was approved. unanimously. 

Raymond Alumni Annual Dues:  After some discussion on alumni dues and solicitations, Sandra agreed to pursue this matter with Jan.

Old/New Business:

 Sandra mentioned her discussion with Kelli Page, UOP about a national debate competition that UOP was hosting in November. UOP indicated that Raymond alumni would be welcomed as judges and attendees.  After brief discussion, Wendi agreed to provide a general announcement to Raymond alumni in the area about this event.
