Welcome and Happy Valentines Day!

Motion to approve minutes of 12/ 06/08 by Carole with second by Jan, unanimously approved.  

Treasurer’s Report  

Jan Sherwood stated that $1075.00 was received from reunion/year-end mailing bringing balance of RPI funds to $8566.84 as of this date. 

RPI Projects  

Mc George Association 

John Dyer summarized the very favorable discussion with Mc George School of Law Dean, Elizabeth Parker on Jan 28’09.  The Dean outlined various interdisciplinary outreach projects McGeorge is pursuing and was very eager to have Raymond alumni involved.  John mentioned Wendi’s suggestion that the other cluster college alumni might also be invited to participate in these McGeorge initiatives. After lengthy discussion, the RPI Board moved with John Dryer ‘s agreement that he would formulate a McGeorge project profile for the purpose of distribution to Raymond community.  Upon distribution we would ask the community to identify project preferences (3) and their interest to participate.  John will distribute McGeorge project list for Board review by early March.  (See distribution issues below.) 

Raymond ListServ

We congratulated and sincerely thanked Carole Somsel and all involved for the very smooth establishment of the listserv onto the Raymond server. John Oram noted that there were few difficulties and indicated that he and Terry Mullins as a result would continue to serve as Moderators. 

Communication to full Raymond Database: 

Carole suggested we formulate an RPI Progress Report as an email mailing from RPI prior to inviting the full Raymond database to subscribe to the Raymond discussion list. Jan agreed to forward her year-end letter but felt it did not adequately report RPI progress. Sandra agreed to draft RPI Annual report with Wendi’s assistance.  After further discussion John D and Robert H moved that RPI initiate three separate mailings to Raymond database (over several week period): the RPI Progress report, McGeorge projects inquiry and then letter of invitation to Raymond alumni non-subscribers.  Motion approved unanimously. (It was noted that a unique e-mail address (J.D.) be used for McGeorge inquiry.)

RPI Expert Resource List on Website

Given suggestion of several Raymond alumni, it was moved that we formulate a “Raymond Alumni Expert Profile” for posting to website.  Carole agreed to create and distribute to RPI Board a template for this purpose.  After agreement on format, several Board members indicated their willingness to post to this Raymond Alumni Resource page.

RPI ListServ Policies

Carole asked that we review policies she established and placed on website and provide input on her further modifications.
